Application for dissertation review (in January for programs to be completed in March and in July for programs

After obtaining approval from your main academic advisor, please submit the application documents, etc., for
the dissertation review to the Academic Affairs Desk of the Faculty of Science.

For each dissertation, a review committee will be established, and at least four reviewers will engage in the
review.
The review committee will conduct the dissertation review and a confirmation of academic abilities, and hold a
dissertation presentation open to the public.

as the original.

4.7 Letters of consent
When there are multiple authors of a previously published paper (or a paper accepted for publication) that is
fundamental to the applicant’s dissertation, the applicant must obtain the consent of the other authors (besides the
applicant) to use all or part of the paper for the dissertation. As a rule, it is necessary for the applicant to have all
of the co-authors or at least three of the main authors affix their seals or signatures to a letter of consent. A letter of
consent is necessary for each paper. (When there are multiple reports for a single title, a letter of consent is

required for each.)
