The name of the degree to be awarded will be decided.

For each dissertation, a review committee will be established, and at least four reviewers will engage in the
review.

The review committee will conduct the dissertation review and a confirmation of academic abilities, and hold
a dissertation presentation open to the public.

Confirmation of academic abilities

Focused on the contents of the dissertation, an oral or written confirmation of the applicant’s academic
abilities will be conducted. It will deal with specialized subjects related to the dissertation and with languages
other than the applicant’s native language.

Awarding of degree

The awarding of a degree is permitted following a final approval by the president of Chiba University.
